STIPULATION TC DATE
FOR PERMANENT PARTIAL DISABILITY

A contract of émployment was in force between Reginald Allard, hereinafter
referred ito as the claimant, and STATE OF CONNECTICUT/Police Officer Standards
and Training Council hereinafter referred to as the respondent-employver on or about
July 1, 2005.

Both parties were subject to the provisions of the Workers’ Compensation Act
and the respondent-employer had complied therewith by self-insuring its compensation
liébiuty.
it is the claimant's contention that on or about July 1, 2005, he injured his

bilateral lungs in the course of employment, that he required medical attention and may




require medical attention in the future; and that his condition is permanent in nature, that

his permanent partial disability may become worse in the future and that his condition

may iead to yet unknown conditions and disabilities.

The Claimant sought compensation for periods of disability, past and future, 4both
total and partial, compensation for permanent bartialvdisabili_ty and payment of all the
reasonable medical, surgical, hospital and incidental bills incurred. and to be incurred in
connection with the treatment of his condition, in particular, 19.5% permanent partial
disability to his bilateral lungs at the rate of $751.00 per week. The respondent, while
admitting the claimant’s injury is compensablie, denies the extent of injury and disability
as claimed by the ciaimant.

However, in view of the number of technicai, legal, and medical questions that
were involved, and in view of other doubts in the case, as outlined by the parties hereto,
it is hereby agreed and understood by and between claimant, his spouse, and the

respondent-employer,. all parties to the controversy, that while their respective claims

are made in good faith, the claim is a disputed one and that its results, if fully

prosecuted, would be doubtful.
VWHEREFORE, it is agreed between the claimant and the respondent-employer

that respondent-employer will pay to the claimant the sum of Thirty Four Thousand Two
Hundred Sixty Eight Doliars and Thirteen Cents ($34,268.13) which reflects the 19.5%
permanent partial disability referred toc above. The agreement referenced above

encompasses and extinguishes any and all ciaims for permanent partial disability
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
